2.        PAYMENT OF MEMBERSHIP SUBSCRIPTION & MATCH FEES

There is an annual membership fee [£115] & a ‘match fee’ payment (£12) is due to cover weekly matches. Juniors in adult teams have a membership fee of £52 and a match fee of £6.50, and these payments are deemed to cover and include any attendance for Sunday junior activity (ie juniors do not pay twice).
The payment method is by monthly standing order (S.O.).  "Members" are ineligible for selection to play unless the standing order has been put in place.  

The level of monthly standing order is set to cover cover both the annual subscription and weekly match fees.  Most players play in Divisions of 12 teams and for them the monthly amount (collected over the full 12 months of a year) is £30 adult and £16 junior. The actual amount payable for everyone is tracked individually.  The standing order should be set up for £30 or £16 but in the event that you end up over paying a credit will be agreed with you.
